Coast South District of Sunshine Coast Region

The Queensland Government has determined to seek the assistance of the Queensland Industrial
Relations Commission (QIRC) to attempt to stop the planned industrial action. This will allow the
continuation of discussions with the QTU to work towards reaching agreement for a new State School
Teachers’ Certified Agreement 2009. It is the intention of the Government to place before the QTU and
the QIRC a revised offer to attempt to settle the current pay dispute. There will be further advice as to
whether the strike action is to continue or not.

In the event that the strike action continues, the safety of students remains our highest priority during
strike action.

All state schools in Queensland will remain open; however there will be no formal instruction for students
at school on the day. Parents who can keep their children at home should do so. However, adult
supervision will be provided at school for children whose families cannot provide alternative care.

Your school will be contacting you closer to the day of the strike to provide information about what will
be happening at the school. | recognise the disruption that the strike action may cause and we are
working to minimise its impact on you and your family.
