Thank you to the parents that took the time and effort to give us feedback on the Responsible Student Behaviour 
Plan.  The staff will look at the feedback you have given and make changes to this plan to reflect the opinions of 
the community.  The input from the school community is an important part of the process of this plan and will help 
us shape the next three years and give us all a clear picture of community expectations of student behaviour. 
 
Lowood State High School Bursary 
Last week we were advised by Lowood State High School that two of our students received academic bursaries for 
year 8.  Congratulations to Danni-elle McMullen and Glenn Retschlag who were successful in gaining these 
bursaries.  They have been invited to the Lowood State High School Awards Night to receive them. 
 
Swimming        
Swimming started last Friday at the Lowood Pool with Mrs Williams.  Thank you to the parents who help their 
children get organised for swimming on Friday.  Just a reminder, that any child who cannot participate will require 
a note to their teacher.  The cost for swimming is $2.50 per child per week.  Children need to wear a sunshirt over 
their togs to prevent sunburn during swimming lessons. 
 
ARL Skills Development 
The students in years 4 to 7 have had an ARL representative come out to teach Australian Rugby League skills.  
He will be visiting once more leading up to a gala day on 29th October (next Wednesday).  This gala day will be 
held at Mt Tarampa against the other small schools in our cluster.  We have organised a bus with Tarampa State 
School to transport the children to and from Mt Tarampa on the day.  There will be no charge for this bus.  The 
students will need to be at school by 8:30 so that we arrive in time for the start of the gala.  The children will 
return by 3pm.  The students need to wear the school uniform for the day as well as bring along plenty of water 
and food for the day.  It will be essential that they wear and bring along sunscreen for this event. 
 
Pupil Free Day 
On Monday, the teachers participated in a variety of Professional development activities.  These days are valuable 
for teachers to talk to other teachers about our job.  Some of our staff members undertook First Aid certification 
during the day.  Others participated in the moderation of the QCAT. This gave teachers in years 4 and 6 time to 
discuss the work that the children did.  Moderation is used to improve teacher judgment and consistency of students 
work.  Further work was done on the GOSSST cluster curriculum framework so that our schools and students are 
working on similar activities each term.  This will give the teachers more opportunities to discuss student work 
across the cluster.

We are now taking enrolments for Prep and Year 1 for next year.  If you know of anyone who is intending starting 
their child here next year, please ask them to come up and collect an enrolment package from the school office.   
A child born 1 July 2002 to 30 June 2003 is eligible for enrolment in Year 1 in 2009.   
A child born 1 July 2003 to 30 June 2004 is eligible for enrolment in Prep Year in 2009.

Students will travel by bus to Mooloolaba to do 
some sightseeing.  At 4:30pm we arrive at UnderWater World and commence activities.  At 8:30am on Friday we 
leave UnderWater World and visit the beach. We plan to be back at school by 2:00pm on the Friday.  Students are
