AGM Results
We had an excellent roll up at the AGM last Wednesday night. All positions were filled as follows :
President Brett Freese Vice President Shane Beattie
Secretary Karen Dunbar Treasurer Kym Zahnow

Tuckshop Convenor Annette Davis | Assistant Tuckshop Convenor | Trish Whalley

The telephone numbers of the executive and email address of the P&C are included at the top of every
Round-Up, so please don't hesitate to contact any one of them if you wish to discuss a P&C matter.

As part of the AGM we set a budget as a guide on where we will spend money raised throughout the year.
This is how we anticipate allocating monies:

Technology $1,000 | Sporting Equipment $1,000 Grounds Maintenance $500

Coach Travel $3,000 | Reading Books $1,000 Christmas Tree Books $250

Camp at School | $250 Under 8's Day $250 Printing & Stationary $500
Security Improvements $1,000 Facility Improvements $15,000

That's a budget of $23,750. Our income from last year was $35,419 with expenses being $24,873. Included
as part of the expenses was the depositing of $13,000 into a term deposit. So at the end of the year we had
a surplus of $10,545. This along with the $13,000 in our term deposit gave us a total of $23,545 profit for
last year. It is worth noting that our fundraising activities raised a profit of $16,356 and in addition the
Tuckshop raised a profit of $3,451. That's an outstanding effort!

The money allocated to Facility Improvements is to cover improvements such as relocating the tuckshop into
a purpose built area which incorporates P&C storage and also for the purpose of replacing the shade sails
with a water proof cover when they wear out. Just when this money will be spent will depend on a number of
factors such as whether a tuckshop & storage area may be able to be incorporated into additional buildings
planned for the school as part of the Federal funding. This would free up some of that money for other
facility improvements such as improvements to the oval. Also some repairs were done on the shade cloth last
year so they may last a little longer too. There is no doubt that having that money available for any of these
projects is a great thing for the school.

Obviously if we are to maintain this healthy balance we need to continue our fundraising activities. To achieve
this we have set done the following fundraising activities for the remainder of the year :
